Last Lesson: Jesus is the WORD 
 Last Sunday we have learned that Jesus is the WORD (John 1:1; 14) 

 We’ve learned that He is both the Creator and the Savior  

 We also learned that He has took on flesh to be with us (Phil. 2:5-11) 

 And the only way to be God’s children is to receive Him (v.12) 

 Today we shall read about the beginning of Jesus’ ministry  

 The first thing He did was to be introduced by John the Baptist in His 
baptism (John 1:28-36) 



Jesus is the Lamb  
 Twice in this passage Jesus was referred as the Lamb (v.29, 36) 

 There are 2 words for “Lamb” in the NT, here in John chapter 1 the 
text focus on the sacrificial character of the lamb (as in OT customs) 

 Specifically, John wants us to know that Jesus is the Lamb that will 
take away the sin of the world (1 Peter 1:2; 19) 

 As with the WORD, whoever receive Jesus can become the children 
of God; here Jesus is the LAMB and whoever receive Jesus his sins is 
taken away 

 But how does this work? And why the shedding of blood? 



 The concept of worship with the lamb as 
sacrifice was found in the very beginning (Gen. 
4:4; 22:7-8) 

 The lamb’s blood was to cover God’s people 
during the Passover (Exo. 12:1-14) 

 Isaiah has prophesied that the Messiah (Christ) 
will be the Lamb of God (Isa. 53:7; also see 
Acts. 8:32-35) 

 Jesus is the Passover Lamb of God (1 Cor. 5:7; 
Eph. 5:2; Heb. 10:1-14) 

 By His shedding of blood (Eph. 1:7; Col. 1:13-
14) we can be set free 



But Why Sacrifice and Blood? 
 As sin leads to death (Rom. 6:23), & life is in the blood (Gen. 9:4), 
Without the shedding of blood there is no remission of sins (Heb. 9:22) 

 Note: Sin is a serious matter before God. Therefor the price is great, 
Nevertheless, His love for us is even greater (Rom. 5:6-8) 

 (Rom. 3:23-25) the doctrine of propitiation—the holiness of God was 
fully satisfied and His wrath appeased by the atoning death of Christ 

 The is a clear theme throughout the NT (1 John 2:1-2; Heb. 2:17) 

 (1 John 4:9-10) And it is all base on His love for us 

  



How Should we Respond? 

 The world wants us to forget (as in Christmas 
and Easter) 

 The best respond is to do the exact opposite: 
Remember Jesus and appreciate His sacrifice (1 
Cor. 11:25) 

 Moreover, the best way to honor God’s sacrifice 
is by our newness of life (Rom. 6:1-11) 

 Have you believed and received Jesus as the 
Lamb of God who takes away your sins? 

 Do you appreciate what Jesus has done for you? 
How will you appreciate it today?
